El Grito every 16th of September is the Mexican Fiesta par
excellence! On this day Mexicans all over the world celebrate
aŜȄƛŎƻΩǎindependence from Spanish rule.

The celebrating begins on September 15 (the eve of
Independence Day) where crowds of people gather in the zocalos
of cities, towns, and villages. When the clock strikes eleven
o'clock the crowd gets silent. On the last strike of eleven the
president of Mexico steps out on the palace balcony, and rings the
historic liberty bell that Father Hidalgo rang to call the people.
Then the president gives the Grito de Delores. He shouts "Viva
Mexico" "Viva la independencia" and the crowd echoes back.
People do this at the same time all across Mexico. While the
crowd says this they fill the air with confetti, streamers and
hoopla.
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The sour cactus flower (Pitahaya or Dragon Flower) grows from 
Ensenada south to Los Cabos region. It is almost an endemic 
plant in Baja California. 

The cactus flower was first discovered in the wild by the Spanish conquerors in Mexico, who gave 
the name "pitahaya" means scaly fruit. This peculiar flower is a far exotic fruit and lush sensuality. 
The beauty of the flower, one of the largest in the world, is as great as their  ephemeral existence 
without forgetting its intense smell of jasmine.

There are two main varieties: yellow and red which differ not only by the color of their flesh also 
but the way bark and taste. The taste is exquisite, like sugar water, very thin and delicate and 
exotic ingredient used in the local gastronomic cuisine.

To see these paintings you need travel by foot or mule. And
that's charming about it. Of course, first you have to travel
hundreds or thousands of miles by car, boat or plane to reach
the oasis of San Ignacio, right in the middle of the long Baja
Peninsula, in the Reserve of the Vizcaino Biosphere: a succession
of fantasy landscapes (salt marshes, deserts, volcanoes, coastal
lagoons) populated by strange creatures (antelope, whales and
millions of birds). In San Ignacio permissions are managed
reserves to guide and bought the last supplies before embarking
on the road.

The cave paintings of Baja California have been found in
hundreds of sites scattered over four hills, of which the most
famous-and which has gained the noble title of World Heritage
Site by Unesco, is the Sierra de San Francisco.

Cueva Pintada. This is a giant mural of over 150 meters long with
hundreds of figures that often appear stacked upon each other.
Countless birds, terrestrial and marine mammals appear there as
well as countless human figures with his hands still raised.
